Students in grades K through 2 are taught the basic information necessary to use a computer.  New this year will be a short introduction to Internet Safety with the signing of the K-2 Acceptable Use Policy.  Below are the objectives for the Kindergarten through Second grade students, based on the Archdiocese of Baltimore’s Technology Education Standards.  

Objectives:

· Understands and abides by the computer lab rules at St. Jane Frances School.  

· Introduction to Catholic/Christian principles relative to the basic issues involved in the use of technology and technologically derived information. 

· Demonstrates respectful and responsible use of equipment and knows the consequences of misuse of equipment.  

· Shows cooperation and collaboration with others when working on a computer.  

· Identifies computer parts and commonly used function keys (e.g., Enter, spacebar, Delete, Backspace, Shift), using appropriate terminology. 

· Uses the keyboard and mouse to operate a computer. 

· Shows proper posture when using a computer.

· Shows how to access appropriate software.

· Guided access to web pages such as PBS Kids and Nick Jr.

· Creates original drawings and uses clip art.

· Uses teacher-generated templates for in-class projects.

· Introduction to Microsoft Word (grades 1 and 2)

· Uses Storybook Weaver to create an original story (grades 1 and 2) 

· Shows how to properly start up and shut down the computer. (grades 1 and 2)

Students are graded on their effort, conduct, and skill progress.
