St. Jane Frances School Internet Safety Policy

School Year 2010-2011
Your child will have the opportunity to access and use the internet for obtaining up-to-date educational information.  Access to the internet is supervised in the computer lab.  This access will not be for chat rooms or for social use.   

Students must:
1. Respect and protect the privacy of others. 

2. Respect and protect the integrity, availability, and security of all electronic resources. 
· Observe all network security practices, as posted. 
· Report security risks or violations to a teacher. 
· Conserve, protect, and share these resources with other students and internet users. 

3. Respect and protect the intellectual property of others. 
· Not infringe copyrights (no making illegal copies of music, games, or movies!). 
· Not plagiarize (definition from Merriam-Webster Online:  to steal and pass off (the ideas or words of another) as one's own; use (another's production) without crediting the source.) 

4. Respect and practice the principles of a Catholic/Christian community. 
· Communicate only in ways that are kind and respectful. 
· Report threatening or discomforting materials to a teacher. 
· Not intentionally access, transmit, copy, or create material that violates the school's code of conduct (such as messages that are pornographic, threatening, rude, discriminatory, or meant to harass).  Access only approved sites.  If not sure if a site is okay to access, ask the teacher.
· Not intentionally access, transmit, copy, or create material that is illegal (such as obscenity, stolen materials, or illegal copies of copyrighted works). 
· Not use the resources to further other acts that are criminal or violate the school's code of conduct. 
· Not buy, sell, advertise, or otherwise conduct business, unless approved as a school project. 
· No downloading of games, software, etc. to the computer without permission.

Consequences for Violation.  If a major infraction occurs, such as e-mail harassment or accessing websites or e-mails contrary to the mission of St. Jane Frances, the student may be suspended from school for one day until a review of the situation is made.  The review may lead to extended suspension or expulsion.  Further occurrence of a major infraction could result in expulsion.  

Minor infractions, such as accessing a site without first checking with the teacher for permission, may result in a student losing his/her internet privileges for the class, a conduct referral, and/or being sent to the office to discuss inappropriate actions. 
Supervision and Monitoring.  Teachers monitor the use of information technology resources to help ensure that uses are secure and in conformity with this policy.  Administrators reserve the right to examine, use, and disclose any data found on the school's information networks in order to further the health, safety, discipline, or security of any student or other person, or to protect property.  They may also use this information in disciplinary actions, and will furnish evidence of crime to law enforcement.
